8) Picture  eq \o\ac(○,5) Car-Camera start cable (Blue) → Reverse (rear view) light  eq \o\ac(○,＋) 12V
9) Picture  eq \o\ac(○,6) 8 Pin connector → 5M cable → CD/DVD Changer.
10) Picture  eq \o\ac(○,7) HONDA special connector – head unit.
